On the 8 September, 2010, Nottinghamshire County Council’s Cabinet approved    proposals to turn off the street lights in many communities across the County. Turning off street lights in Nottinghamshire has impacted on people’s safety and there have been increases in criminal activity.

Everyone should be able to feel safe on the streets in their community and in their home. Nottinghamshire County Council should investigate the effect of these changes on community safety as they seem to be oblivious to the disproportionate impact of darker streets on people’s safety and their perceptions of their own personal safety.

We are therefore asking Nottinghamshire County Council to conduct, with some urgency, a proper investigation into the true context of street lighting cuts and the impact on the safety of our communities before the street lights in Mansfield are turned off.

(iv) This Council pledges its support and agrees to sign the Armed Forces Community Covenant and will work with the Royal British Legion to promote awareness of the Covenant throughout the District of Mansfield.
This partnership will work to ensure that projects are put forward to secure funding from the Community Covenant Grant Scheme, established by the Ministry of Defence. This scheme will distribute £30 million, over the next four years, to initiatives that support Armed Forces personnel and veterans.

Within 28 days, the Council establishes a Working Group and meets representatives from the Royal British Legion to implement a programme as to how practical effect will be given to the Covenant within the District. Such Group to comprise Councillor John Smart, Councillor Martin Lee, the Managing Director, the Corporate Director for Customer Services, Community Services and Regulatory Services, the Financial Services Manager, the Head of Housing and the Community Engagement Manager.

(v) 1. This Council condemns the practices of Parking Eye Ltd at St Peter’s Retail Park particularly in their use of CCTV number plate recognition as they discriminate against disable users of the retail park, impose extortionate charges upon shoppers using the park and have failed, through inadequate signage, to properly advise users of the retail park as to the terms and conditions of parking.

2. This Council through its Managing Director shall write to Parking Eye Ltd requiring that:

Parking Eye Ltd abandons the number plate recognition system being used to monitor times when shoppers enter and leave the car park and revert to a pay and display ticketing system or adopt a pay on exit scheme

Parking Eye Ltd grants an amnesty to all those who have been sent penalty charge notices demanding the payment of unlawful and unjustified fines since taking over the management of the car park

Parking Eye Ltd refunds the fines they have collected to date since taking over the management of the car park

That the company sets up an appeals system run by a third party so that appeals against future alleged breaches of the parking regulations are dealt with fairly.

3. That the Managing Director shall write to the owners and managing agents of the retail park informing them that they expect Parking Eye Ltd to meet the Council’s requirements as set out above to make the car park user friendly to encourage, not discourage people to visit the retail park.

(vi) Mansfield District Council pledges to commence work towards becoming a White Ribbon Authority with immediate effect; with the aim of being awarded White Ribbon Status by February, 2013.
In February, 2012, Mansfield District Council made a pledge to support the White Ribbon “Man Enough” campaign aimed at increasing awareness of domestic violence against women. However, Mansfield still has a higher rate of domestic violence than the national average.

The White Ribbon Authorities Award is for authorities wishing to demonstrate their commitment to the aims of the White Ribbon Campaign UK; addressing and altering social norms that lead to violent behaviour against women, involving men in prevention activities, increasing awareness on the issue, and providing services aimed at reducing the incidence of domestic violence. Most importantly, the White Ribbon Authority should mobilise the entire local community under the goal of ending violence against women.
