	Reasons for decision

The Council adopted the Mansfield District Local Plan in September 2020, the Local Plan makes a commitment to prepare a number of Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs), Town Centre Masterplan and to continue in the preparation of the Gypsy, Traveller and Travelling Showpeople DPD.

The Local Development Scheme (LDS) sets out the timeline for the preparation of the SPDs, Town Centre Masterplan and Gypsy, Traveller and Travelling Showpeople DPD. This is essentially a list of documents the Council will be preparing and when they are expected to be prepared.
