	LICENSING FEES 2021/22 

	
	The Licensing Team Leader presented her report setting out the fee proposals for licences and permits for the 2021-22 financial year.  
The fees and charges for the Licensing Act 2003 contained within Appendix 1 were set by statute and the licensing Authority had no jurisdiction over the income generated from this part of the licensing process.  Fees and charges relating to the Gambling Act 2005 had previously been set according to legislation and there was no proposal to amend them. The remaining licensing fees and permits were not subject to statutory control or administration.  The current inflationary figure of 2% was applied and rounded up to the nearest pound where possible.
Members enquired as to whether licences were being waivered during the Covid Pandemic, where licence holders were unable to work, but were advised that this would not be the case.
Councillor Norman proposed and Councillor Shields seconded that the Committee recommend the proposed fees for 2021-22 to be included in the setting of charges for the forthcoming financial year.
The motion being put to the vote it was announced that the motion was carried unanimously.

	LICENSING ACTIVITY REPORT

	
	The Licensing Team Leader presented an update report on key areas of work within the Licensing Team.
Members asked if the screen that had been fitted inbetween the front and rear seats in taxis/private hire vehicles, reducing numbers of passengers to 3, had affected trade.  The Licensing Team Leader confirmed that there had been no feedback on this to date.
It was noted that there had been an increase in applications for outside seating areas, recently three in the town centre and one at Mansfield Woodhouse.
