	Reasons for decision:
Following recent changes to Government legislation, local authorities such as Mansfield DC are required to produce an Infrastructure Funding Statement (IFS).

The document provides information on developer contributions, which are used to provide infrastructure to support development within the District and mitigate its impacts. The IFS includes information on the contributions required and received, and how financial payments have been used.
As part of this; the IFS should set out future S106 spending priorities on infrastructure and affordable housing in line with up-to-date or emerging plan policies. This should provide clarity and transparency for communities and developers on the infrastructure and affordable housing that is expected to be delivered.
There is currently a Growth Delivery Group in place and it is considered that this is the most appropriate mechanism to allow the infrastructure priorities within the District to be discussed an agreed.  However to allow this occur, a change to the groups Terms of Reference is required and these are attached. 

	Alternatives considered/rejected:
Consideration was given to setting up a Mansfield Infrastructure Group which could meet to discuss the issues of infrastructure funding and priorities.  This could have comprised; officers from the District Council and representatives from the various infrastructure providers including; Nottinghamshire County Council, Nottingham and Nottinghamshire CCG and utilities.  However, having looked into this it was felt that a more appropriate approach would be use an existing group that was already in place and whose Terms of Reference could be amended to allow such discussions and decisions to me made and take place
