	Record of Decision: To approve a grant of £26,250.24 to Serco to deliver a summer holiday provision in Oaktree and Ravensdale as part of the Holiday Activity and Food Programme. 
This grant will enable Serco to deliver a holiday provision from Oaktree Leisure Centre and River Maun Recreation Centre. The grant is determined based on a cost per head matrix set by Notts County Council of £17.09 per child per 4 hour session for mainstream provision and £38.47 for SEND provision. 
At Oaktree and River Maun, Serco will deliver two 4 hour holiday provisions during the hours of 8am-12pm & 12pm-4pm, Monday to Thursday, between Monday 2nd August and Thursday 26th August. 
The Oaktree provision will offer 28 places for children eligible for Free School Meals. 

28x£17.09=£478.52 per four hour session.
£478.52x4=£1914.08 per week

£1914.08x4= £7656.32 for 4 weeks of provision.

The total figure for Oaktree provision will be £15,312.64 to cover both morning and afternoon sessions based on the figures highlighted above.

Due to the building capacity at River Maun Recreation centre this provision will offer 20 places.

20x£17.09= £341.80 per four hour session

£341.80x4=£1367.20 per week

£1367.20x4= £5468.80

The total figure for River Maun provision to cover both morning and afternoon sessions will be £10,937.60.
