policy statement that the Council proposes to apply in exercising its functions under the Act. 
Members were advised that the Council’s current Gambling Act policy statement came into effect on the 31 January 2019 and would cease to have effect on the 30 January 2022. 
There were legally prescribed procedures that the Council must follow before the policy statement could take effect. This involved making the statement publicly available for consultation for at least 4 weeks. The consultation ended on 26th November 2021.
