To recommend in accordance with Contract Procedure Rules - 

i)        That the Development Manager is authorised to undertake an open tender exercise, in partnership with Nottingham City Council Procurement Unit, to procure a main contractor to deliver required roofing works at Oak Tree Leisure Centre. 
(ii)       That subject to a satisfactory tender exercise and evaluation the Development Manager in consultation with the Head of Health and Communities and the Nottingham City Council Procurement Unit is authorised to award the necessary contract to the winning tenderer and is authorised to enter into the contract.

(iii)      That the Development Manager is given authority to instruct the Shared Legal Service to draft and finalise the necessary contract documentation and to enter into any warranties and agreements that may reasonably be necessary to enable completion of the development.

The current roof is failing in a number of areas, with on going leaks for a number of years. The roof system warranty is now at an end. The roof is nearing its guaranteed life. Patch repairs have been attempted over recent years but have failed to stop the leaks. Advice has been gained, via Design Services, on the best approach to resolving these leaks and to give warranty on works completed. The best option is to tender for works for the recoating and sealing, with a liquid system, of the existing roof. 
The building is owned by Mansfield District Council and contractual responsibility to replace the roof or major repairs to the roof lies with the council. 

The estimated cost of the project is approximately £75- £130k but an accurate figure is unknown until a full competitive procurement exercise is undertaken. The Leisure Centre’s capital condition budget will be used to fund this project. Tenders will be sourced to minimise service loss and any potential compensation claim for loss of income from Mansfield District Leisure Trust.
