	Record of Decision: To seek approval to dispose of a small corner section of Public Open Space on the corner of Sheepbridge Lane and Hamilton Way. Until only recently the POS was thought to have been under the ownership of NCC, this is not the case and is classed as MDC’s POS. The POS is of no user value if retained as it is planted with trees and on the corner of a busy road junction. Disposal of this small section of land will alleviate future maintenance costs and put the land into better use than it is currently. Because the proposed disposed land is public land a public notice will be advertised for objections from members of the public. Property Services will then be instructed to dispose of the land with Legal Services drawing up the contract should the decision remain to dispose of the land after consideration of the public consultation.
