	Record of Decision: To approve the acceptance of £24,468.31 grant funding to deliver Easter holiday provision as part of the Holiday Activity and Food Programme. 
MDC have been awarded £24,468.31 to enable the delivery of holiday activities in Mansfield, for children in receipt of free school meals during the Easter holidays. The grant is determined based on a cost per head matrix set by Notts County Council of £25 per child per 4 hour session for mainstream provision and £45 for SEND provision with aim of engaging with 516 participants a week, of which 489 are mainstream places and 27 are SEND places. 
MDC will receive 80% of the funding upfront (£19,574.65) and the final 20% (£4893.66) subject to satisfactory delivery and monitoring of the programme in line the clauses outlined in the grant agreement.
