To sign off the Terms of Collaboration Agreement between MDC and the Land Registry to enable commencement of MDC’s part in the National project with HM Land Registry to centralise the Local Land Charges Register.

	Record of Decision:
Under the provisions of the Infrastructure Act 2015 Her Majesty’s Land Registry (“HMLR”) is migrating Local Land Charges (LLC) from English and Welsh Local Authorities into a central digital register (“the HMLR LLC Register”). HMLR are running a programme over the next 3-5 years to transfer the data and responsibility from authorities to HMLR.

 

MDC are scheduled in the HMLR programme to start the migration process in 2022 and are required to complete and return the Terms of Collaboration Agreement prior to this process commencing.
The Terms of Collaboration Agreement is an agreement between HMLR and MDC and authorises HMLR to receive data from the MDC and begin data assessment activities.

 

Under the Terms of Collaboration the Local Authority agrees to make its complete dataset of LLC records, including both the textual and spatial elements (“Authority Data”) available to HMLR to:

— analyse where authority data is not suitable for migration; 

— identify areas needing work prior to migration; and

— identify areas where the data can be enhanced or normalised during migration by applying HLMR business rules.

	Finance: No cost to MDC.  MDC will receive a Transition Payment of £60,000 intended to be used to support resources such as administrative support, equipment or services required for migration.  The Transition payment is made in 2 stages, 30% on formally entering service migration and 70% after the new service goes live.  There will also be opportunity to apply for Burdens Payment to cover additional costs once the service is live. A further ODR will be provided to accept the Transition Payment.
