	Record of Decision: To approve funding of £5000 to the Fuel Bank Foundation to support the Mansfield Fuel Bank. 
Since the Covid-19 pandemic and the recent cost of living crisis, which has seen increase in both food and fuel prices, there has been a significant increase in demand for resident requiring support with the cost of gas and electric.
In February 2021, Mansfield District Council launched its Fuel Bank in partnership with the Fuel Bank Foundation to provide emergency fuel support to residents using pre-payment metres that were in their emergency credit or at risk of being disconnected. Since its infancy the Fuel Bank has issued 153 vouchers supporting over 500 people. This funding will enable Mansfield District Council and the Fuel Bank Foundation to continue to support residents who are in need of emergency fuel support.
The £5,000 funding has been obtained due to administration costs the council received from supporting the Household Support Grant scheme to support vulnerable residents with food and fuel vouchers and thus putting this money back out into the community to support organisations and projects that support vulnerable residents experiencing challenges with food and fuel.
